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Physical Description: 
 
This collection was given to the Brick Store Museum by Valerie Hickey, niece of Fred Rouleau of 
Kennebunk.  Both Miss Hickey and Rouleau were born and lived all their lives in Kennebunk.  The 
photographs which are a part of this collection were annotated by Rouleau before his death with the 
names of local people as he remembered them.

The Kennebunk Business Girls’ Club playbills and booklets were owned by Miss Hickey, who as a girl 
performed in the plays.
